Bashofu is imbued with the thoughts and feelings of the people who spin, weave, and wear it.
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Bashofu is one of the most representative textiles of the Ryukyu Islands. In this exhibition,
we will showcase everything about bashofu, from the ito-basho as a plant to the bashofu
textile as a craft. In addition, we will also focus on the wide range of uses for basho cloth as
well as the poetry associated with it. Through this exhibition, we hope to introduce visitors
to the beauty of bashofu and the lifestyles and culture of the people behind it.
